If the 50s saw the consolidation of Congress, the late 60s and 70s saw the consolidation
of the non-Congress parties. Although the Congress retained power at the union level in
the 1967 elections, the party citadels began crumbling in several states. Opposition parties
formed alliances and formed governments in eight major Indian states. Biju Patnaik who
formed Utkal Congress in 1970, advocated the theory that future belongs to provincial parties
which championed the hopes and aspirations of the people in their respective region.
